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Erika Harrsch's work consists of a video image
which has recorded monarch butterflies in
real-time and paper-made monarch butterflies
scattered over a floor with a sound installation
of butterfly flaps being harmonized with female
breathing. The artist strikingly combines

images of nature and birth by using paper-

made butterflies in the shape of female

genital combined as her medium. The feature of
butterflies flying lively in the sky contrasts
with those paper-made butterflies scattered
over the floor being stepped by visitors that it
reflects the combination of life and death or
death and ercticism as the title suggests.
